S.C.O.P.E. (Sheriff’s Community Oriented Policing Effort) 

S.C.O.P.E. (Sheriff’s Community Oriented Policing Effort) is the 
county’s version of the C.O.P.S. program. S.C.O.P.E. recognizes that 
communities are facing mounting pressures associated with  
increased growth, diversity and public safety issues. To meet the 
needs of our communities, S.C.O.P.E. has developed approximately 
21 programs. 

One of the most visible programs is S.I.R.T. (Scope Incidence  
Response Team). You may have seen their trucks at events or  
vehicle incidents. They are the most trained group of S.C.O.P.E.  
volunteers. Aside from attending to traffic control, which helps  
deputies focus on other duties, they also support the Sheriff’s Office 
in other capacities.  Additional programs include Citizen’s On Patrol, Abandoned Vehicle 
Enforcement, Operation Family ID, Victim Call Backs, Latent Finger Printing, Neighborhood 
Watch and many more.
